Submission of Coursework and Coursework Marks

Centres which have registered candidates for coursework syllabuses
should capture their marks in Malepa on the stipulated dates as well
as submit the marks physically together with all projects, workbooks,
folios as indicated on page 6 of this Timetable.

Centres who would not have entered marks in Malepa by the
deadline for submission of marks will not be moderated and
candidates will be treated as ABSENT.

13. General Notes
